By 2030, according to the
NEP 2020, only educationally  sound,
multidisciplinary and four-year integrated teacher
education programmes shall be in force. ITEP
curriculum framework draft has been prepared in
consonance with the NEP 2020 and the schemes,
syllabi and ordinances of the programme have

been  approved by the University's Academic
Council.
